The final saturated granular sounds from the diorama section are the opening of the video,
providing a smooth transition.

On the screen, the prerecorded movie plays, performers should study the movie and mimic the
movements for ca. 1’30”, the impression should be as much as possible that the performers are
still controlling the screen.

Gradually the performers may break away from mimicking the movie, to show that they are actually
not controlling the screen.

At the end of the 1’'30” prerecorded video, the hands on the video pull the performers one by one
down on to the ground behind the screen, hidden from the audience’s view.
